It has been quite mild
and | had a very nice surprise last week when two of my best fish spawned. They are two year old Bristol
Shubs, | paired them up because the male was in lovely condition gfh&pats on his gill platefemperature
was 62F, they spawned in the floating roots of some Water Hyaamdithased athorning as the sun came
up at 830am. | took out the fishaker and could only see 11 eghjadded Xdrops of Methylene Blue per
gallon.

However after fivedays, staing on Thursdaythe eggs began to hatch and the fry ‘hung' on the back
glass. Hatching continued for 86urs and in the end | counted over 40 fiWy eyesare not very good these
days, Idon't see fertile (clear/opaque) eggs as well asd tselhe fry are only s/1m long, a tiny 'sliver' of
life.

Today, 48hoursafter hatchingl gave the babies their first feed, diluted 'Heinz Baby Food' mixed with
Spirulina. The fish are 'jerking' anod, looking for food, so | hopém on my way. It istie first 48hoursafter
hatching that are very critical for the fry. Nature gives them a yolk sac that they can feed dayar so but
they then havéo search for their first food. Tomorrow | have some hard boiled egg yolk for them...just a little
because it is a very rich food and can pollute the water.

| took little videcs of the eventHopefullythey turn out okay and | can share them with you all
sometime.
