Breeders Award Program

The basic steps fora NB S RvaNiXiRevised September 2014)

1. Within approximately 2 to 3 weeks, (not more than a month, please), of a spawn or birthing, request verification by
the BAP chair, or, by arrangement with the BAP chair, another member of the club (usually a committee member, at this
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time, Dave Furness, or an executive member). Ordinarily, to qualify for a certificate, a spawn should consist of at least 10
fry which survive past the 3 month point. In rare cases, exceptions may be made, (such as allowing successive spawns to
be combined to make up the ten), at the discretion of the BAP Committee.

2. Complete and submit a club spawning report T forms are available from the BAP Chair at meetings or by email
attachment.

3. Eitherdonate 6 fry or two sexable pairs, (should be approx. 3 months or more otd)the club mini-auction or write

an article for the newsletter, describing the care and breeding of the species concerned, or instead of writing, give a

short oral and/or pictorial presentation at a club meeting. (Let the President know in advance so he/she can put you on
the agenda)
